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The Inheritance pt. 1

I decided to end our series on love and start a new series today. This series will be
on the inheritance. Most of you know that JW Luman was here recently teaching
regarding that topic, and as often happens, the more I began to look into some of
that teaching and began to search out some things in the Scriptures, the more I
ended up getting really excited about what I was seeing and wanted to share it with
you.

This series will deal with several of the things that Luman mentioned, but we will try
to expand up on them, and add a lot that I have been seeing as I have begun to
search this out.

By way of summary, what we will be doing is exploring what the inheritance of God
is, where it is, and in what way it relates to us. And as a Scriptural topic or a
doctrinal inquiry, that may not be terribly interesting. But as a spiritual reality that
we have come to in Christ, it is truly thrilling to the soul.

Generally speaking, truth is thrilling to the soul to the extent that it is really
comprehended or seen. Truth as it is in Christ is never boring or dull, but becomes
boring and dull if it is just concepts. But insomuch as it is the reality of life, then
there is nothing more thrilling and there is nothing more practical. Most of you know
what I mean.

Anyway, God the Father has an inheritance that He is giving His Son. Itis an
inheritance that is boundless and unsearchable in its glory and greatness and
perfection. And it is an inheritance that you become partakers of in that Son, by that
Son. lItis, in fact, the very purpose for your existence, and so I think we do well to
explore it. And while we explore it to also expose what it is not.

And the first thing that I want to say about the inheritance is that you will miss the
reality of it altogether, you will never experience it if you do not comprehend where
it is, and of what nature it is. And when I say “of what nature” it is, I am referring to
its kind, its quality, its sort or character.

For example, lets say your spouse told you to come into the kitchen because she had
a present for you. You walk in there expecting 20 dollars, but it ends up being a
hug. Well, a hug and $20 dollars can both be gifts of her heart to you, but they
differ entirely with respect to their nature or kind or quality or character. Thatis a
pretty weak and natural example. But it gets the point across. The point being that
you can hear a word - “present” — and take it anywhere your mind wants to take it.
You can take it to mean food, or money, or affection, or an apology, or whatever you
would like to receive from your wife. You can misunderstand it with respect to its
nature. In this case it was emotional and not material.



And that is what we do with the word inheritance. Generally speaking, we make up
the greatest thing that we can imagine receiving from God and that becomes what
we look to receive from him. For one person that inheritance might actually be
money. For another, maybe it's a hug from God. For another it has to do with
physical healing. For another it has to do with having authority over some cities in
the so-called millennial kingdom. For another it is an anointing. And anotheritis a
resurrected body. And still another it is the feeling of having fulfilled our destiny, or
hearing God say “well done”.

And what I'm trying to say is that in all of that you can totally miss the nature of the
inheritance. In fact, in all of that you define the nature of the inheritance according
to your own heart. And worse than that, in doing so, you miss the reality of the
inheritance of God. Its simply not what you think. In fact, its not what you can
think. It must be shown to you. You see that immediately in God’s dealing with
Abraham. Genesis 12 - Abraham, what you are gong to inherit needs to be shown
to you, and I'm the only one that can show it.

And so we need to back up. We need to back up from our imaginations and from the
creations of our own heart, and start fresh seeking the mind of the Lord in this.

And I'll just say rather plainly that the inheritance of God really is not, nor will ever
be, just some THING that He gives to you. Rather, that inheritance is someONE
in whom all things that He is are made available to you. We'll look at that in
some detail.

But we have to first establish that the nature and kind and quality of the inheritance
is first of all not natural, earthly, material, corruptible. It is, in fact, spiritual. Now
the moment that the natural mind hears something like that it starts to get
depressed. Why does the natural mind get depressed about that? Because the
natural mind knows only one realm. It knows only one nature and character. It may
believe things about another realm, but it really knows and experiences the one. It
has five senses that connect it to the one. It knows the one in which no inheritance
can be found, but it tries to bring the inheritance there. Only the renewed mind, the
mind of Christ working in us, faith knows the reality of spirit and truth. But the
natural mind tries to take Scriptures that speak of spiritual things and make them
natural, to bring them into the realm that it understands. To bring them into the
realm in which life seems to exist.

And so we make kingdom earthly. We make the inheritance material. And blessings
natural. And promises for the mortal man. And whatever. We do that because
our treasure is in the earth and so our heart is there also. Do you see what
Jesus meant when He said that? “Where your treasure is, there your heart will be
also”. Well, our treasure is in the earth, of the earth, of this natural kind, quality,
and nature, and so our hearts are there also. And so we imagine the inheritance is
some better version of what we’ve known. The best of the old, rather than the new.

And I don’t just mean faster cars and better credit scores. Religious Christianity
turns from those things as vanity, but still doesn't lift the treasure out from the
natural world. They simply seek their treasure in other natural things that they
deem spiritual. They don’t want a fast car, they just want an exploding ministry,
bountiful natural provision, perfect health, a mansion in heaven, a kingdom business,
an anointed platform. The treasure is still something in and of this natural, material
world. And its not that the Spiritual doesn't effect the natural realm. Its not that



God doesn’t’ do some of those things. Its just that all of those things can still so
often be the lusts of man’s heart for a natural inheritance. Some THING that God
will give them or do for them or with them.

Well the inheritance of God is first of all of a different realm, a different nature than
any of that. And until the Spirit of God, by the revealing of Christ, takes our
treasure out of this earth, the natural, the material, our hearts will always
remain there. Our hearts will always attempt to find fulfillment and promise and
purpose and inheritance where it is not.

But Colossians 2 says that “all of the treasures of wisdom and knowledge are in
Christ Jesus”. And when we see treasure in Him and as Him then our hearts are
fixed there. And we begin to find in Him all that He, as our life, is made unto us.
That’s true. And so Colossians 3 goes on to say, “since you have been raised up with
Christ, seek the things above”.

I don’t meant to beat a dead horse with this, but its just that so many (myself
included) have lived most of their lives looking somewhere outside of Christ for an
inheritance. Looking somewhere outside of Christ for the promises of God to be “yes
and amen”. Looking outside of Christ for the blessings promised to Abraham. And
yet the New Testament demands that all of these things are found in Him and in Him
alone.

If you look at the news right now you have so many Christians saying that a natural
people are close to getting a natural deliverance having to do with a natural land and
natural inheritance. And I don't want to argue with anybody about that, but the
natural only pointed to the spiritual until the spiritual came. The first only pointed to
the second until the second came. The type and shadow only spoke of the substance
until we came to the substance in Christ. Mt. Sinai spoke of Mt. Zion, but we have
come to Mt. Zion. The natural seed spoke of the spiritual seed, but now in Christ we
are the seed of Abraham. Jew and Gentile, yet neither Jew or Gentile, but one new
man. I'm just quoting Scripture here. There simply is no inheritance or fulfillment
in that realm. The natural only ever pointed to the spiritual. And, of course, when
certain events don’t turn out to be the fulfillment of anything (because events simply
cannot be the fulfillment of anything) then we will simply look on into the future to
other events and wait some more.

Leave it to the blind carnal mind of Adam to take all of the reality that is
now true in Christ, turn it all back into natural, earthly things, push them all
off into the future, and wait for a natural and earthly fulfillment. And in so
doing, become far too busy to discover by His Spirit “"the things that have
been freely given to us by God”. To busy to see what is "now in Christ”.

Anyway, what is our inheritance? Well, to start, the nature and reality of it is eternal
and spiritual, not earthly and carnal. The treasure is in Christ, and not in the world.
Lets just establish that.

The inheritance comes to be all that Christ Himself is made unto us as those who are
His body. We're going to spend some time on that. But just to say it now - your
inheritance is very simply the increase of the Seed. God’s inheritance is the increase
of the Seed in you.



A farmer takes a field and plants some seed in it. What does the field get out of it?
What is the inheritance of the field? The increase of the Seed. The harvest of the
Seed. What is the inheritance of the farmer, what does He get out of it? The
increase of the seed. We are that field and God is that farmer, and so either way
you look at it the inheritance has to do with the experiential increase of that planted
Seed. But if you take that seed out of the picture, then the ground has no
inheritance. I don’t care what promises it reads about. The promises have to do
with the Seed. I don’t care what blessings it reads about. Those blessings are
bound up with the increase of the Seed. And it simply doesn’t matter how much
the soil “claims” promises or blessings and applies them to itself. Those
promises have to do with the Seed, and the soil becomes a participant in those
promises by becoming a participant in that Seed.

Lets just say that the farmer walks up to the soil and began to talk to it. And the
farmer said “soil, I am going to make you a great blessing. I am going to make you
a blessing to many. You will be great. You will feed multitudes. You will have great
increase. You will fulfill my purpose. From you all of the people in this town will be
blessed. I promise you this. I promise you this greatness. I promise you this
blessing”.

Now, come on...think about this with me. Which one of those promises could ever
come to pass without the increase of the Seed planted? How much of that
greatness, how much of that blessing, how much of that feeding of many could the
soil fulfill apart from the increase of the Seed? Is the town going to be blessed by
eating the dirt? Is there anything of those promises and blessings and greatness
that even exists in the soil apart from that Seed? Of course not...and yet, the soil
becomes a vessel of and a partaker in those great promises through partaking in
that Seed. You could say that the promises to the soil are yes and amen in the
Seed.

Can you hear that? Listen, it was the same way with Abraham. God appeared to
Abraham in Genesis chapter 12 and began to make him promises. God began to
speak to him about greatness and an inheritance and a blessing. But if you'll go
back and look at all that God promised, there was not a single thing that
Abraham could ever have done or become apart from the increase of His
Seed.

God said that Abraham would become great. But what was that greatness? An
increase of His Seed. God said that Abraham would be a blessing. But where was
that blessing? Through the increase of His Seed. God said that Abraham would
possess the gates of his enemies. But how do you see that coming to pass?
Through the increase of His Seed spreading through a heathen land. Can you see
this? What greatness did Abraham have apart from the increase of the Seed?
NONE! Again, What greatness does the soil have apart from the increase of the
Seed?

Now think about this with me. Did Abraham himself, the literal man, actually
become a blessing to the nations around him? Did he personally cast the Canaanites
out of the land? How did all of that happen? By the Seed. Through the increase of
the natural Seed...the type and shadow of the increase of the Spiritual Seed.

And so even with Abraham, 2Co 1:20 came to have fulfilment "“For as many
promises as are of God, in Him they are yes, and in Him are Amen,” These promises



came to be yes and amen in Him. Again, it is like saying “whatever God promised
the soil, those promises are yes and amen through the Seed”. Eph 1:3 comes to
have fulfillment “God has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenlies in
Christ” These blessings came to be reality, spiritual reality, in the heavenlies in
Christ.

What am I saying? I am simply saying that first of all the inheritance is spiritual and
eternal, and second of all that it is bound up with Christ. Itis, in fact, Christ’s
increase Himself, and ours only in our participation with Him. His is the
preeminence. Ours is the participation in Him.

So it wasn’t streets of gold or a mansion in the sky or a cabin in the corner of glory
land for Abraham. Not even in the type and shadow was this the picture of an
inheritance. Even in the type and shadow the picture of the inheritance had to do
with the Seed increasing and greatness and blessing through that alone.

Well, where do we get all of these natural ideas and concepts about inheritance? I'll
tell how/where we get them - we get them when we drag types and shadows into
the New Covenant and apply them to ourselves in the natural. Look at this
diagram for a minute.

We read about promises. Promises of a kingdom. Promises of an inheritance.
Promises of an anointing, eternal life, a city of God, a new creation, an eternal
priesthood, a resurrection, etc. Whatever the promise might be.

And then we see something of those promises displayed in the earth through Israel
by way of type and shadow. We see something of the spiritual kingdom displayed in
the rule of Solomon. We see something of inheritance seen through the type and
shadow of taking a land. We see something of the anointing by reading stories of
David and Aaron anointed by God.



And then we drag some version of the type and shadow over beyond the cross and
apply them to ourselves. We say ah, now that I'm a Christian, I get the anointing. I
get a resurrection. I get the promises. I become blessed. That is like the soil
saying, now that I believe in the Seed, then I become the increase, I become the
blessing, all the people will eat me!

And we drag the natural kingdom across and try to apply that to politics and
business. We drag the tabernacle across and call ministries and church buildings the
house of God, the house of worship, the house of prayer. And we drag the high
priest across and make popes. And we drag natural victories in a natural land across
and try to make God on our team in war and government. And we drag the robes of
the high priest over (all of which speak of Christ) and dress up our “clergy”. And we
drag the inheritance of the land of Israel across and claim that God has a mansion, a
piece of real estate, just for us.

Where do we get our carnal ideas of inheritance? By missing the reality that all of
this pointed to Christ and Him alone. That all of this is His and in Him and it is
spiritual and not earthly, and that the earthly simply spoke of Him. And then we
claim for ourselves the things that He is and the things that are His...rather than
experience those things only as He is formed in us.

We leave them earthly, bring them over into the New Covenant, and apply them to
ourselves.

But in reality all of those natural things speak of Christ Himself, and have their
fulness and reality and fulfillment in Him as Him. He is the anointed king and priest.
He is the resurrection and the life. His is the inheritance and the anointing. And
those things come to be our experience only in our experience of Him.

Can you see how important this is? God is not giving you some life. But He will give
you Himself as life. God is not redeeming you. Christ is the only redeemed firstborn
Son. But then He is made unto you redemption (1 Cor. 1:30). He is the resurrected
Son, not you. But he will be your resurrection and your life out from among the
dead. He is the anointed one, not you. But He will work in you that anointing. He is
king not you, nor will he let you make him a king according to your desires...but He
will work His kingdom and His priesthood in you.

What's the difference? He is the spiritual reality of all of the natural things ever
spoken of or shown forth by type and shadow. He becomes the spiritual reality of
those things, not a greater natural version applied to yourself. They are His. They
are Him. Your inheritance is not a what, it is a Who. He is your inheritance. The
inheritance is yours by participation in Him. It does include a lot of “things”...a
resurrection, a redemption, a double portion, an anointing, a kingdom, a priesthood.
But all these things are gathered up, summed up, and shown to be in Christ. And
they are yours as He, who's they are, is made unto you all things spiritual. *

But they are not yours to claim and apply to yourself. And that is where we get our
wrong ideas about the inheritance. They are not ours to apply to ourselves.
Remember the soil analogy, these promises and blessings are not for the soil to
apply to itself, but for the soil to participate in through bringing forth the seed.
Again, you are not anointed. But His anointing can work in you. You are not
resurrected, but He can be your resurrection and your life. You are not a king, but
He will turn you into His kingdom. You are not redeemed, but He is made unto you



redemption. None of it is you, and yet, all of it is in you. It is not all about
you, and yet, all of it has been given to you through the giving of Him.

It has become so important to me to see Him as the preeminent one here, and us a
partaker in Him. It has become so important to me to exult Him as the heir, the
greatness, the blessing, and us as joint-heirs by living in Him.

Romans 8:32 speaks of this very reality. It says that God, who has given us Christ,
has given us with Him all things that He is. Let me just read that verse from a literal
translation “Surely, He Who spares not His own Son, but gives Him up for us all,
how shall He not, together with Him, also, be graciously granting us all things?

That doesn’t mean that now that God has given you Jesus, he’ll also give you a boat.
It means that in the giving of His Son, all things that He is become yours.

Let me close with this statement, which we will look at further later. All of these
things are Christ’s by birthright, and ours by participation in Christ. The book of
John is the gospel of the "I Am”. (looking at diagram) In this gospel Jesus simply
gathers up all of these types and shadows and says of them “I Am”. He gathers up
door, and vine, and good shepherd, and way, and truth, and life, and water, and
bread, and light, and resurrection. And what does He say about them? Does he say
“T'll give them to you? No. Does He say "“I'll let you have them” No. He simply
says I Am. And then He invites us to partake of Him without measure. And if we
can just see that our partaking of Him without measure is our inheritance, then
we've seen a lot for one day.
